STANDING ORDERS GOVERNING THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

Adopted at the AGM 27th April 1997, amended 10th April 2016.
The Constitution contains clauses applicable to the conduct of the AGM and members are advised to familiarise themselves with those.   In particular, it should be noted that only Ordinary & Family Members who have paid their current annual subscription or Honorary & Life Members are entitled to vote or act as proposer or seconder.
The attendance register should be signed on arrival.
No business shall be transacted unless a quorum of 20 members is present.

01. No amendments of these Standing Orders shall be valid unless passed by a two-thirds majority of the votes cast at a General Meeting.

02. Nominations for either Officers or Members of the Central Committee must be in writing, proposed and seconded, and be received by the Secretary up to and including the date of the AGM.

03. Propositions for submission to the AGM must be in writing and be received by the Secretary at least 2 calendar months before the date of the meeting.   The submission must include names of proposer and seconder.   
04. Propositions may be submitted on the day of the AGM as a Leave for Late Submission of Proposition which, in the opinion of the proposer, needs immediate attention.   A Leave for Late Submission shall be given, in writing, to the Chairman before the commencement of the meeting.   The proposition must include names of proposer and seconder and the reason(s) why the proposition could not have been submitted in accordance with the requirements of Clause 03.   The Chairman has the discretion to accept or deny the submission.
05. The President shall chair the meeting or, if not present or willing, the Chairman of the Central Committee.
06. A proposition put to the vote shall be decided by a show of hands.   A ballot may be demanded by the Chairman or by at least 5 members in which case at least 2 tellers should be appointed.
07. In the case of equality of voting the Chairman shall be entitled to a further casting vote.
08.  A member shall stand, if possible, and state their name when speaking and address the Chair.
09.  No speaker may speak for more than five minutes except with the permission of the Chairman.
010. The Chairman may allow or invite visitors to speak.
011. Any number of amendments to a proposition may be proposed and must be pertinent and applicable to the proposition.   They should not alter the basic intention of the proposition or be a direct negative.   Any amendment must have a seconder before discussion.   The amendments will be voted on in reverse order and any accepted amendment shall become part of the substantive motion.
012. Every member may speak only once to the proposition (or an amendment) under discussion.   The mover of the proposition may reply.   A member may, however, speak at any time to a Point of Order, or in explanation of something they said that may have been misunderstood.   The Chairman may permit, at their discretion, further contributions to a debate by a member.
013. Whilst speaking, a member shall not be interrupted except on a Point of Order.   When a member raises a Point of Order, the member speaking shall resume their seat until the Point of Order has been disposed of.
014. A Point of Order, addressed to the Chair as a question, must deal only with the conduct or procedure of the meeting and must be raised immediately.   

015. Any member may raise a Point of Information, but must wait until the speaker has finished.   The question must be addressed to the Chairman and be strictly confined to a request for information.
016. The Chairman has the discretion to close a debate, or by a proposition That the question now be put.   Such a proposition may not be moved by the proposer or seconder of the proposition under consideration.   If seconded, it shall be put to the meeting at once.   If carried, only the mover of the proposition under discussion may speak again;  then the vote is taken immediately.   If defeated, discussion is resumed.   The proposition may apply to either a substantive proposition or an amendment.   If the vote has been taken on an amendment, the debate shall continue on all remaining amendments and on the substantive proposition, the proposer of which may be allowed the right to reply.
017. Any member is entitled to move That the meeting proceed to the next business.   If this proposition is accepted by the Chairman (who has the discretion in the matter) and is seconded and carried, the discussion is closed immediately without any vote being taken and the meeting proceeds to the next business.
018. A proposition may be referred back to the Central Committee for further consideration by a proposition for referral.
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
